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Introduction: Thank you for purchasing the Flash Beam™ by 
American DJ®.

This unit includes a hanging bracket and may be hung or set on a flat 
surface. For best results, use a fog or haze machine to enhance the 
beam output.

Operating Instructions: Plug the unit in to a matching power outlet 
or into a power pack.
